Accompaniment i Music that supports the sound of the featured performer(s).

Barred Instruments 1 Pitched instruments played with a mallet. Examples would include
xylophone, metallophone, and glockenspiel.

Bordun i An accompaniment used when playing the barred instruments.
Concert Etiquette T High expectations of audience behavior at a concert.
Dynamics i The loudness and softness of sound or volume. (ff, f, mf, mp, p, pp)

Families of Instruments -
String 7 Musical instruments played by bowing, plucking, striking, or strumming a
string. (examples: Violin, Viola, Cello, Bass, Harp)

Percussion T Musical instruments played by shaking, striking, or scraping. (examples:
Drum, Maracas, Tambourine, Guiro, Xylophone)

Woodwind i Musicians blow into the instrument and most woodwinds use a reed to help
produce their sound. (examples: Flute, Clarinet, Oboe, Bassoon,
Saxophone)

Brass T Wind instruments which use a mouthpiece to help create their sound. Brass
musicians buzz their lips on the mouthpiece making the air inside their
instruments vibrate. (examples: Trumpet, Trombone, French Horn, Tuba)

Form 1 The overall plan of a piece of music.

Binary T AB T A musical plan that has two different parts, or sections.

Ternary i ABA T A musical plan that has three sections. The first and last sections are

the same. The middle section is different.

Rondo 7 ABACA i A musical form in which a section is repeated, with contrasting

sections between.

Theme and Variations - A musical form that begins with a melody or theme. The
theme is then changed in some way to make a series of
variations of the original melody. (A non-musical example
would be to choose a soft drink such as Pepsi as your theme.
Variations could include: Diet Pepsi, Caffeine Free Pepsi,
Cherry Pepsi, Diet Pepsi with Lime, etc.)

Genre i Different styles of music such as classical, rock, jazz, bluegrass, folk, etc.
Harmony i Two or more different tones sounding at the same time.

Head Voice T The natural, light unrestrained singing voice of a child. This is the opposite of
their speaking or chest voice.

Improvise T To make up music as it is being performed. Improvisation is often used in jazz.

Mallet i The device used to strike barred instruments and assorted percussion instruments.
Melody i A line of single tones that move upward, downward, or repeat to create a tune.
Meter T The way the beats of music are grouped, often in sets of two or in sets of three.
Meter Signature 1 A musical symbol that tells the performer the designated meter.
Notate i The writing of music.

Pitched Instruments i Instruments that can play a tune or melody.

Recorder i An end-blown flute without keys.

Rhythm 1 Patterns of long and short sounds.

Solfege i Singing the pitches of the scale with syllables. (Do, re, mi,é .)

Steady Beat i The underlying pulse. (Similar to a heartbeat.)

Tempo T The speed of the beat in music.

Timbre (Tone Color) i The special sound that makes one instrument or voice sound different
from another.

Tonguing T Producing a beginning sound on a wind instrument with the tongue.

Unpitched Instruments T Percussion instruments that cannot play a melody such as snare drum,
wood block, maracas, and triangle.
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
